Chaplains, perhaps the most challenging task is ordering certificates. Many of the errors come from the mem-
ber’s correctional number, names (Thomas Martin, or Martin Thomas, Middle initial, or not, nickname, etc.). 
We, therefore, request that names are submitted and verified by the FDOC Inmate Population Information 
Search https://pubapps.fdc.myflorida.com/OffenderSearch/Search.aspx?TypeSearch=AI before proceeding. You 
may already have a printed listing at your location.

To those not in the prison system, please check for the same common name errors: (Thomas Martin, or Martin 
Thomas, Middle initial, or not, nickname, etc.).

Please enter your name.

Enter your phone number and email address. Use an * beside the 
best way to contact you in case of a question.

Please enter the full facility name and location. Abbreviations 
such as “ZCI” are not useful.

Enter the Graduation date. Clicking on the button to the right of 
the blanks will display a calendar and will fill in the blanks when 
you click on the date.

Enter the number of hours it took to complete the course, ie 9 
weeks at 2 hours a week is 18.

The certified facilitators are very important. They must be a 
recognized Peer Facilitator or Facilitator who is currently active 
(membership has not lapsed).

Enter your name and address that you wish to have the certifi-
cates mailed to.

Please enter the information as outlined in the top portion of this 
page. Because this information is placed in a database for further 
queries, it is essential to have the information correct. 

Once you hit the Submit button the request will be automatically 
sent to FIT.
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
